
Edison Chinese School Volunteer Agreement

Purpose:
· Edison Chinese School Volunteering is intended to:
1. improve the atmosphere of the school

2. increase efficiency

3. benefit the Chinese community.

· Participants will learn the following principles:

1. the importance of community service

2. the proper work discipline and attitude

3. the joy of helping others

Eligibility:
· Students must be in grade 8 or above to volunteer at Edison Chinese School.

· They must be able to communicate in Mandarin Chinese.

· Applications may be accepted at any time and the school will decide if there are positions available. If not, the application will be put on a hold until such a spot opens up.

· Applicants are prioritized as such:

1. A current volunteer that has a good record confirmed by school administration.

2. A current or past student of the Advanced Chinese class.

Rules:
1. Volunteers must first report to the multipurpose room to sign in and then immediately go to their assigned locations.

2. Volunteers that are idle must remain in the cafeteria unless given permission to leave.

3. Volunteers must listen to the teachers or officers that they are helping.

4. Volunteers are forbidden to smoke, drink, and consume drugs.

5. Volunteers are expected to wear decent clothes and may not go bare foot.

6. Volunteers are not permitted to arrive late or leave early unless they are given permission to do so, and unless such permission is granted, volunteers are expected to arrive at 12:20 to help with set-up and to leave at 3:40, after clean-up.

7. Volunteers must do their best to uphold the three principles mentioned above.

8. Volunteers may miss a day at any time provided that they notify the Volunteer Department via E-mail before 9:00 PM on the Friday before Chinese School.
